Finley, North Dakota


 June 29, 2011
The Steele County Board of Commissioners met at 1:00 p.m. in the Steele County Courtroom.  Present were Chairman Dennis Lindstrom and Commissioners Ted Johnson, Randy Richards, Jane Amundson, and Lance Fugleberg.  Others in attendance were Brett Brudvik, Larry Amundson, Merle Ferry, Gary Ihry, Keith Jacobson, Tori Archer, Todd Borth, Brian Tuite, Steele County State’s Attorney Charlie Stock, and Steele County Sheriff Wayne Beckman.  

Larry Amundson presented a list of services that the Finley City Council wishes to be included in the law enforcement agreement with Steele County.  It was explained that criminal offices will remain under the jurisdiction of the state’s attorney and district court.  City ordinances and traffic violations will be managed by a municipal court.  

Gary Ihry, representing the city of Hope, explained that they would agree to the same requests as the city of Finley.


A document establishing a joint powers agreement and authorization for the sheriff’s department to enforce dog ordinances and other city ordinance violations will be prepared by Charlie Stock and Brett Brudvik.  


Lindsie DeFrang of The Steele County Press was seated at the meeting.


Both cities expressed the need for communication from the sheriff’s department on a monthly basis.  


The contract will be drafted to include reimbursement rates from the cities of $1400 per month from Finley and $800 per month from Hope.  The rate increase will be in effect of January 1, 2012.  If other provisions of the agreement allowing for enforcement of city ordinances can be completed prior to January 1, 2012, the sheriff’s department will begin providing the additional services.   
The meeting was moved to the commissioners’ meeting room on second floor of the courthouse.  Keith Jacobson and Lindsie DeFrang remained in attendance.

The mobile home placed in the campground at Golden Lake remains at the lake.  Charlie Stock will have a letter prepared informing the owner that the mobile home will be disposed of if not removed from the county’s property within fourteen days of the letter.  The situation will continue to be monitored.

Commissioner Amundson made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Fugleberg, to formally accept the notice of retirement of Stephen Dahl from the director of social services position.  All members voted yes.  The motion carried.

A letter from the Traill County Commission was reviewed regarding its willingness to assist with providing social service programs.  Other counties have also offered assistance while staffing decisions are being made.  Candace Fuglesten, Regional Director of the Southeast Human Service Center, was contacted by phone to determine if Steele County would be required to choose interim support from within the southeast region.  It was determined that regional boundaries would not need to be considered for choosing support for county social service programs.

The certificate of eligible candidates from the North Dakota Department of Human Services for the county director position was reviewed.  Interviews will be scheduled for July 6, 2011.

Keith Berger, Grand Forks County Director of Social Services, was contacted to determine the availability of Grand Forks County to act as interim director of Steele County Social Service programs.  A willingness to assist was given, but formal approval must come from the Grand Forks County board.  Commissioner Fugleberg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to enter into an agreement with Grand Forks County for interim social service program administration, contingent upon Grand Forks County approval.  The state’s attorneys will be asked to prepare the required documentation.  All members voted yes.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Fugleberg introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Richards.  

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the bid in the amount of $2,572,634.23 from Mayo Construction Company, Inc. received in the bid opening of Jun3 17, 2011, for Project SC-4624(056) was the low bid received.

WHEREAS, this bid is considered reasonable.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of County Commissioners of Steele County will award to Mayo Construction Company, Inc. the contract for Project SC-4624(056) and hereby authorizes the Chairman of the Board to sign said contract.

It is further understood that the County shall reimburse the North Dakota Department of Transportation for any payments made under this contract, which are not collectible from the Federal Highway Administration.

Upon roll call voting yes:  Johnson, Richards, Amundson, Fugleberg, and Lindstrom.  The resolution was declared adopted.

Commissioner Amundson made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Richards, to designate Linda Leadbetter as the authorized signature holder for the Steele County Food Pantry checking account.  All members voted yes.  Motion carried.
