The Steele County Board of Commissioners met at 9:00 a.m.  Present were Chairman Dennis Lindstrom and Commissioners Ted Johnson, Jane Amundson, and Lance Fugleberg.  Commissioner Randy Richards was absent.  Mike Bassingthwaite of Interstate Engineering and Steele County Highway Superintendent Mark Creech were also in attendance.

Information from the state’s attorney was presented regarding the possibility of future issuance of bonds for the county road #5 overlay project.  The opinion of the state’s attorney is that the county may not preempt any state law with changes to its home rule charter.  

Estimates for the repairs for county road #5 were reviewed.  Mike Bassingthwaite explained that certain areas marked for repair could be removed if funding was not available.

Steele County State’s Attorney Charlie Stock was called to clarify requirements for the repair project.  Referencing NDCC 24-05-03, the repair work to county road #5 will be divided into two segments.  

Commissioner Fugleberg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to have Mayo Construction complete patching repairs for the Steele County Road #5 – East Project.  All members present voted yes.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Johnson made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Amundson, to have Mayo Construction complete patching repairs for the Steele County Road #5 – West Project.  All members present voted yes.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Fugleberg made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to have Interstate Engineering on site to oversee the Steele County Road #5 East Project and Steele County Road #5 West Project.  All members present voted yes.  Motion carried.

Plans will be made to meet with legislators and representatives from the North Dakota Association of Counties to review century code that has limited the county’s ability to sell bonds for the proposed overlay project.  Information will be presented to explain changes that need to be addressed to allow for future projects.


The meeting adjourned.
