It was noted that the county did not purchase a second culvert as requested by Barry Grotte for an area at county road #6 and county road #8A.  The original culvert was used at the location proposed for the second culvert.


Grant funds for the purchase of the Ranger for the weed department were received from the North Dakota Department of Agriculture.  The weed department will look into purchasing a sprayer for this vehicle.


The social service fund will be made inactive for the 2012 budget year.  The social service director has chosen to operate all income and expenses through one fund, the human service fund.  Monthly transfers will no longer be required between human service and social service.  A transfer of $31,706.02 was made at the end of 2011 from the social service fund to the human service fund to close that fund and begin the new transactions.  


The maintenance agreement with the North Dakota Department of Transportation was discussed.  The Steele County Commission has expressed concern regarding the snow and ice left at intersections by the state highway department.  The liability for the right of way maintenance at these areas has been discussed with representatives of the NDDOT.  The agreement is not approved annually, but the county would be able to terminate the agreement if issues arise in the future.  Commissioner Lindstrom made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to have the chairman sign the North Dakota Department of Transportation Maintenance Agreement for County/Township Roadways within NDDOT Right of Way.  All members voted yes.  Motion carried.


Kari Crawford, secretary to the Steele County Highway Department, visited briefly with the commission about developing a method to better track the purchases, sales, and inventory of culverts handled by the road department.  


Cost information regarding the Edendale Township culvert replacement was reviewed.  Don Huso was present for the discussion.  Commissioner Richards made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to reimburse Edendale Township for the cost of the culvert for the project completed between sections eighteen and nineteen of that township.  All members voted yes.  Motion carried.

Mike Bassingthwaite of Interstate Engineering and Steele County Highway Department Superintendent Tim Lee met with the commission to review plans proposed for 2012.  Requirements for preparing a bond issue for the overlay project on county road #5 were reviewed.  Concerns regarding Measure #2 on the June 12, 2012, election were discussed.  If the measure passes, property tax will be eliminated and road projects would need to find other funding sources.  Mr. Bassingthwaite explained that if the county is not prepared for the June bid letting, it would be nearly impossible to complete the overlay in 2012.  Concerns of whether the repairs and patching done to county road #5 in 2011 would last for another year were presented.   The auditor will contact Mike Manstrom to determine if the county can proceed with plans for a bond issue, with the final decision being made after the results of the June 12, 2012, election are known.  Information will be forwarded to the commission as it becomes available.


The bridge project planned on county road #8, nine miles east and five miles south of Finley, was reviewed.  Interstate Engineering was asked to proceed with securing easements for the project.   

A discussion was held regarding the salary for the veteran service officer position.  Commissioner Richards made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to set the monthly salary of the veteran service officer at $650.00 beginning with January, 2012.  All members voted yes.  Motion carried.


Commissioner Lindstrom introduced the following resolutions and moved for their adoption.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Richards.

RESOLUTION


BE IT RESOLVED, by this Board of Commissioners, that the banks within the county be designated the depositories of public funds in the custody of the county treasurer, and in an amount not to exceed their FDIC certification, and as follows to wit:  Citizens State Bank of Finley, Dakota Heritage Bank of Hope, and First Financial of Sharon, for such amounts as the county treasurer may find necessary.

RESOLUTION


BE IT RESOLVED, that the Pledge of Assets in the amount of $2,450,707.70 submitted by Citizens State Bank of Finley, $832,000.00 submitted by Dakota Heritage Bank of Hope, and $1,204,000.00 submitted by First Financial of Sharon are hereby approved for additional deposits by the county treasurer in excess of the FDIC certification of these respective banks.

Upon roll call all members voted yes.  The resolutions were adopted.


Steele County Tax Director Emily Halverson and Steele County Treasurer Kari Crawford met with the commission to discuss staffing needs in the two departments.  It was noted that Kari Crawford would be interested in working with the GIS mapping program information needed for the tax director’s department.  Also, the need for an individual trained in the requirements for the tax director’s department was discussed.  The commission approved advertising for a part-time administrative assistant position to be shared between the treasurer’s and tax director’s offices. 


Steele County Highway Department Superintendent Tim Lee and Sheriff Wayne Beckman were seated at the meeting.

Tim Lee presented a staffing and equipment report for his department.  Damage to posts at the Blabon Bridge was discussed.  Arrangements will be made to have Commissioner Johnson and Tim Lee attend the North Dakota Association of County Engineers conference planned for January in Grand Forks.


Commissioner Lindstrom made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, to sign the contract with The Village Business Institute for the employee assistance program.  All members voted yes.  Motion carried.


A copy of an invoice for work performed for Larry Carlson was presented to the commission.  This work was performed in a county road ditch.  The county allowed the work to be completed, but did not agree to participate in any costs for clearing the ditch.  

It was noted that screening of candidates for the Steele County Extension Agent position has begun.

The meeting adjourned.
